Tech Update: Taming Al & Deepfakes

e The Union Government has amended
amended the IT Act, 2021.
e New Deadline: Social media
platforms must remove content faster.
o |llegal content: 3 hours
o Sensitive content
(Deepfakes/Nudity): 2 hours
(previously 24-36 hours).
e The Label: All '‘photorealistic' Al
content must be clearly labeled.

Effective Date: February 20, 2026.



What happens if platforms don’t obey?

The Concept: Safe Harbour

Normally, apps like Facebook aren't
blamed for user posts.

+

If they ignore the new Al rules...

LOSS OF PROTECTION.
They can be sued like a publisher.

User Duty: You must declare if you upload Al content.
If you don't, the platform will label it or take it down.

e Government Action: Internet
suspended for 5 days. CM
appeals for peace.
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Judiciary Watch: SC to Hear Hate Speech Plea

Key Details

e The Petition: Filed by CPI(M) against
Assam CM Himanta Biswa Sarma.

e The Allegation: A ‘sustained pattern of
hate speeches’ targeting a specific
community and inciting hostility.

e Specifics: Cites a deleted social media
post with violent imagery.

e Supreme Court Action: Agreed to
schedule an urgent hearing.




Parliament Watch: Opposition vs. The Speaker
Ongoing political clash in the Lok Sabha.

Key Detalils

e The Move: Opposition (INDIA bloc)
submits notice to remove Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla.

» The Grievance: Partisan conduct (Bias).
Silencing Opposition leaders in the House.

e Current Status: Notice is being examined
by the Lok Sabha Secretariat.
